SWINE  FLU  
As you would be aware, Victoria is now in a modified 
ósustainô phase of its plan to manage the impact of H1N1 
Influenza (Human Swine Flu) in our community. 

This means that only children confirmed by a doctor as 
having the virus will be quarantined. Those sharing a house 
with a confirmed case will not be required to enter 
quarantine, unless they too are confirmed as having the 
virus. 

Classes who may have been in contact with a confirmed 
case will no longer be quarantined, and schools will no 
longer be partially or fully closed.

The Department of Human Services is also continuing to 
ask parents of children returning from USA, Canada, 
Japan, Mexico and Panama to voluntarily keep their 
children home for seven (7) days from arrival back in 
Australia. This is a further precautionary measure to assist 
in managing the further spread of the virus.   

TRAFFIC  SAFETY  
Please remember to regularly remind your children about 
the need to display a great deal of caution going to and 
from school. This applies to children walking, riding a bike 
or riding a skateboard. It is most important that children 
cross all roads with care and are on the look out for cars 
entering and leaving properties.
