PREPARATIONS  FOR  2010 A RE UNDERWAY

If your child is enrolling with us for 
2010 and has some particular learning or social needs, please make a time to meet 
with us. Whilst we do not schedule an individual meeting with every family, we are 
very happy to meet with any family who feels they need to discuss their childôs 
particular needs.

PARKING  I SSUES
