Principalôs Report 
W ELL  DONE  ON  A  TERRIFIC  TERM  3  
We are approaching the end of an extremely busy Term. A great deal of highly 
productive learning has occurred right across the school. Added to this, we have 
had some first class ñextra curriculaò activities such as, Reading Together is Magic, 
the Art Show, Year 3/4 Anglesea Camp and the Junior Swimming Program. Just this 
week a large group from our Choir and Band represented the school at the annual 
Festival of Performing Arts at Bayside College. Well done on a fine effort by our 
students and our Performing Arts Leader, Fran McCormick. Thank you to all families 
for their support over the course of this Term with all our events. Your assistance is 
invaluable.  

Well done to our teachers for their dedicated hard work over the Term. Many of our 
teachers are involved in special professional learning programs run by the 
Department of Education, Regional Office. Our Year 3/4 Team, for instance, have 
been travelling to Werribee after school every second Thursday to attend a Literacy 
Teaching Program. Our Prep and Year 5/6 Teams have been involved in similar 
programs. The Year 1/2 Team will commence a Numeracy Professional Learning 
Program in Term 4. 

BUILDING  AND  GROUNDS  W ORK  
We were very pleased with the grounds work over Term 3 resulting in the new 
pergolas, seat shelters and astro-turf in the Junior Playground. We have had a great 
deal of positive feedback from many families. 

Unfortunately, the news is not so good with our proposed new Junior Learning Centre. This new building is a part of the 
Federal Governmentôs Building Education Revolution Program. We have been advised that there will be a delay in the 
construction of this building. The building work was expected to commence in August, however the project is going to be 
retendered and will not commence before at least November, depending on the outcome of the new tender process.   
Unlike most regular building programs in schools, these new building projects are managed by companies contracted by 
the State Government, with minimal consultation with schools. We await further news hopefully at the start of Term 4. 
Letôs hope itôs good news.

PREPARATIONS  FOR  2010  
As most families are aware, our enrolment process for new Preps for 2010 is well and truly in full swing. If you have 
received a letter of offer for a place in our Prep Program for 2010, and have not yet sent back your reply, we ask that you 
do so by the commencement of Term 4 so that we can finalise our Prep Transition Program. In addition, any families 
whose children will not be continuing at our school in 2010, please let us know this information in writing, by the end of 
October. Again this assists us with our class preparation for the new year. 

N EW  ENGLISH  ONLINE  ASSESSMENT  
Early in Term 4, all our Prep, Year 1 and Year 2 teachers will be conducting a new English assessment with each child in 
their class. The assessment is called English Online. Each teacher will spend approximately forty minutes with each child 
assessing their reading, comprehension and speaking and listening skills. At the conclusion of these assessments, each 
teacher will have a bank of very valuable data informing them of the progress each child has made over the course of the 
year. This data will feed into the December Student Report, and it will also be passed on to each childôs 2010 class 
teacher. Some of the assessments are very similar to ones that we have conducted as a school over recent years. Some 
new requirements have been added by the Department of Education. 

Each Prep, Year 1 and Year 2 teacher has been allocated two ñassessment daysò in Week 2 and 3 of Term 4 to conduct 
these assessments. These new assessments and the timeline to conduct them have been mandated by the Department of 
Education. To enable each teacher to have their two ñassessment daysò, our school will have to scale back our support 
programs, such as Reading Recovery and ICT over the assessment period, as well as employ additional ñreplacement 
teachersò to teach classes.

Thank you to Simone Crighton and her helpers for organising last Friday nightôs BBQ at school. It was our first ñfamilies 
functionò in our new Junior Play area, and by all accounts everyone had a great time.
