The following note was on the SSC Board this week:

Swimming Program:  We love the idea of the program but is it worth considering (a) doing the program in warmer months
and (b) splitting the program over more weeks- once or twice a week? This might avoid high absences due to illness.

Reply: The above swimming issues are always two tricky organisational matters when organising our Swimming
Programs. In relation to the timing of the program, we are hoping to move the Prep to Year 2 Program into Term 4 in
2010, when it is somewhat warmer. It is often difficult scheduling programs at this time due to the high demand by schools.
Again, the decision to run an &éintensived program for two
tricky organisational decision. Whatever way we go we disrupt the regular school program. Overall, the school finds
running an intensive program is less disruptive. Besides, as most Swimming Centres are set up to run intensive school
programs, it is hard to get a full day set aside for a full Term.
