STUDENT  SAFETY  
On Monday, at the end of the school day, two boys from our school, decided to 
leave school together and head off to a nearby reserve. One boy was due to go to 
After School Care and the other was expected to wait at school to be collected by 
his mum. Naturally a great deal of concern resulted when the boys were not where 
they were supposed to be. The families of both boys were notified and so was the 
police. The police assisted the families and the school in looking for the boys. The 
boys were eventually located at around 6.10 pm. The police have subsequently 
spoken to both boys and alerted them to the danger in doing what they did. 

Over the past two days, at school, we have emphasised to all children that they 
must never go with any other person, child or adult, without  the direct permission of 
their parents. In addition, if a child is due to go to After School Care they must go 
immediately to the Gym as soon as their class is dismissed. Sometimes children 
have a chat and a play with their friends, prior to checking in to After School Care in 
the gym. This is not permitted. Children must check in with the After School Care 
team straight away, and then, only with their permission and under their supervision 
to go back into the playground. 

Several families have made us aware in the past week that there was an attempted 
abduction of a ten year old child in the local vicinity during the last school holidays. 
The boy was not a student of our school. This incident was confirmed by the police 
who attended the school last night. This matter reinforces the need for all families to 
impress on their child/ren the ñStranger Dangerò message. At school we regularly 
talk to all children about the importance of never engaging in conversations with a 
stranger, never getting into a car with a stranger, or taking anything from them. We 
also impress on the children the importance of reporting to the teachers or their 
parents, any problem they have when going to, or from school.  As well,  we strongly 
advocate that children should travel to and from school with family members or 
friends rather than being on their own. Please take some time this week to reinforce 
the Stranger Danger message with your child. 

Another related issue is the fact that regularly, after school, we notice children 
standing around waiting for their parents to pick them up. Our school ground is 
supervised until 3.45pm only. If you are not able to collect your children by that time, 
we ask all families to do one of two things. Either phone our office staff and let them know that you are running late. 
Alternatively, we ask that you book them in to the After School Care Program. If we know you are running late we will then 
call your children to the office to wait for you. Children should not be left in the school yard to 4.00pm or after as is 
sometimes happening. 

CANTEEN  MANAGEMENT  
On Friday we say farewell to our Canteen Manager, Jackie. Jackie is leaving to take up a full time position. We have 
managed to secure a replacement for Jackie. The lady who will be taking over from Jackie is Julie-Anne. I would like to 
thank Jackie for the terrific job she has done since taking over in Term One.  I would also like to welcome Julie-Anne and 
wish her all the best for her new appointment working with us at Willy North Primary School.
