$50, however, the distribution changes slightly in that $30 will be directed to ICT and $20 to grounds improvement. (In 
2009 the distribution was $25 to each program.) This change reflects the funds that have gone into grounds in recent years 
and the need to add some additional funds to ICT for 2010. 

School Council also endorsed the continuation of the Incursion/Excursion levy which has been trialled in 2009. The levy 
will remain at $100 for each class level. In 2010 families will have the option of paying the Excursion/Incursion levy in one 
payment of $100 at the start of the year, or two payments of $50 in January and July.  This levy is the set amount used to 
cover all Incursions and Excursions throughout the year. Feedback received by School Council from parents indicated that 
they approved of this new approach to Incursion and Excursion payments, as they did not have to send money along to 
school every time an activity was arranged. Teachers also know how much they can budget for when organising special 
activities for the Term and Year ahead.
